Introduction
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Ormskirk Bowling Club has been formed to play at two new bowling greens which are currently being constructed at Ormskirk Cricket Club. One of these will be an artificial green, capable of year round use and the other a more traditional grass green – this venue will be unique in the North West and only the second to be built in the country.  This will make this new bowling facility the best location for playing crown green bowls in the whole of West Lancashire and its surrounding areas.

The new bowling club is extremely ambitious and wishes to be the ‘premier brand’ for bowling locally.  We need resources to be able to achieve this, so that we can both maintain the two new greens to a high standard and build our membership so that we are one of the largest clubs locally for all ages to enjoy taking part in bowling.

We are, therefore, seeking certain select local sponsors to be part of our new project and the Club feels that it can offer an attractive package that will both benefit you and the Club in the long term.
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Our Ambition

Currently, even though we have no new greens yet constructed, the Club has amassed 50 members who have registered their intention to play at the new facility.  This is expected to grow once the Club is fully up and running.  U3A have also expressed interest in using the green.

Our ambition is:

· To have the best regarded bowling facility and to be the premier bowling club in West Lancashire
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To have the highest membership of any bowling club in West Lancashire with over 100 members in 2 years and teams playing successfully in several local bowling leagues.

· To have the largest junior section of any bowling club in West Lancashire, with several players playing at District and County level, and will host matches in the local junior league as well as at District and County level once both greens are established. 
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To host a winter bowling league for the whole local area which will attract players from outside West Lancashire.

· To be known as a friendly and inclusive club which attracts players of all ages and actively promotes the game in the local community.

· To build active links and run bowling sessions for local high schools, junior schools and Edge Hill University.

· To host regular coaching sessions to attract new players to the sport.

Achieving our ambitions

The money to build the greens has already been received, planning consent received and work has started on site, with completion expected in late January.  Monies have come from the developer of the former Comrades Club site in Ormskirk and from some additional developer monies contributed by the Borough Council.

The artificial green will be ready for play upon completion, with the grass green ready for later on in the summer.

Ormskirk Bowling Club already has a website (https://ormskirkbowlingclub.wordpress.com/), Facebook page and Twitter feed which are receiving large numbers of views which are growing all the time.  We already have over 50 members of all ages, from 16 up to 70!
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The Club is already established with a constitution and strong management team.  The Club has two trained coaches who will lead free coaching sessions with local people and we expect to grow rapidly by attracting many members from the Cricket Club and retired people through these sessions.  

We will also be working with the schools and University with whom we already have links.  Our Secretary is also the Chairman of the West Lancs & Sefton Junior Bowls Forum and therefore the Club is well placed to develop that area of bowling.  We want to have a strong family emphasis going forward and wish to represent all aspects of Ormskirk’s community.

What can we offer you?

As a sponsor we understand that it is a two way relationship and that we have to offer something in return. The Club would like to put together a package that will be attractive to both you as a sponsor and to us as a club.  We would like local businesses that share our values of being high quality, inclusive and based in, or provide services to, people in Ormskirk.
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We can offer the following to our sponsors:

· Two free Club memberships to selected employees of your organisation (this also gives associate (non-voting) membership of the prestigious Ormskirk Cricket Club).

· A ‘Sponsors Cup’ event one evening or weekend, which will be a fun event where you can compete with other sponsors for the prestigious ‘Sponsors Cup’.   

· Sign up quickly and get an invitation to our opening event in April – we hope to attract a big name personality to open the greens (who you will get special access to) and get plenty of publicity and press attention.

· Clear reference to your organisation as a sponsor on our website and, where appropriate, on any press articles we release, and a link your own website or a special page unique to you on our website.

· Posting of any offers/promotions that you may have to our membership and beyond via email or our Twitter feed/Facebook page

· A sponsor’s board or banner will to be mounted on the fencing around our greens that will be clearly visible to all who play there, which will include large numbers from other clubs playing against us over the course of a season.  This will be approximately 8ft x 3ft in size and will be produced for a small extra cost (approx £80) by the local signage company Nick Horrigan Design.

· A promise that we will not approach any rival businesses of yours for sponsorship (for example only one local supermarket/taxi firm could be a sponsor).
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What can you offer us?

In basic terms we need financial support as we try to grow the Club and establish it as the premier bowling club in West Lancashire.  Each green will probably cost at least £1,000 per year to run and there will also charges to pay to Lancashire County Council for use of the land and to the Cricket Club for use of their excellent facilities.  On top of this we will have other miscellaneous charges such as insurance, league fees and maintenance costs for our equipment. 

This will be difficult when we are starting from scratch, and we really need your help!

For the sponsors package set out above we would suggest a minimum sum of £250 per annum. 

If you would like to sign up for longer, a 5 year sponsorship package is available for £200 per annum.
